CHEMICAL
WEAPONS
There are dozens of sites around
the country for the development,
manufacturing, testing and stor-
age of chemical weapons. The
U.S. has been destroying Cold War-era stock-
piles of chemical weapons, but is developing
a whole new generation of “non-lethal” or
“less-lethal” chemical weapons.

DOMESTIC WAR
CRIMINALS
While efforts have been made to
prosecute war criminals such as
Serbian president Slobodan
Milosevic and Chilean president
Augusto Pinochet, no top American officials
have been held accountable for their well-doc-
umented participation in genocide and other
crimes against humanity. 

IMPORTED WAR
CRIMINALS
The International Educational
Missions has investigated cases
of human rights violators from
other countries residing in the U.S. and esti-
mates the total at 1,100. They include Gen.
Mansour Moharari, head of Iran’s prison sys-
tem under the Shah, and Armando Fernandez
Larios, who served in a Chilean military squad
that executed at least 72 political prisoners.

PRIVATE MERCENARY 
COMPANIES 
Since 1994, the Pentagon
has entered into 3,061 con-
tracts with 12 U.S.-based
“private military companies.”
One report found over 90 companies located in
the U.S. operating in more than 100 different
countries. Revenue from the global international
security market was projected to rise from
$55.6 billion in 1990 to $202 billion in 2010.

MILITARY SITES
Of course it’s the military-security
and political establishments that are
ultimately at the front lines of terror-
ism. The Washington, D.C. area is the
nerve center for the planning and organizing of
terrorist campaigns that have killed millions. The
Pentagon is in Arlington, VA. There’s also the
CIA in Langley, VA, the NSA in Fort Meade,
MD, and the FBI, State Department and White
House, in Washington, D.C.

BIOLOGICAL
WEAPONS
Numerous governmental sites
are still producing biological
weapons. Much of the current
research focuses on genetically-engineered
bio-weapons such as crop-destroying
microbes that can be used on non-human tar-
gets. Nonetheless, there are sites still develop-
ing lethal agents, including anthrax.

NUCLEAR 
WEAPONS
Even with the Cold War officially
over, active intercontinental ballistic 
missile bases still dot the western
United States in places such as
Cheyenne, WY and Great Falls, MT.
Trident submarines, each carrying
up to 192 warheads, dock at
Naval Bases on both coasts.

TERRORIST
TRAINING CAMPS
Many of the 20th century’s most
unsavory political and military
despots have something in com-
mon: they were trained by the
United States. Places such as Fort
Benning’s “School of the Americas” turn out for-
eign officers and policemen trained in the tech-
niques of torture, assassination and creating
political mayhem.

MAJOR WEAPONS
MAKERS
They don’t just supply the U.S.
military, but to the worst perpe-
trators of human rights viola-
tions throughout the world. At
$18.6 billion dollars in exports
a year, the United States is by
far the main supplier of the arms that fuel local
conflicts worldwide.

UNIVERSITIES, 
POLICY INSTITUTES 
& THINK TANKS
The intellectual authors of terrorism
work in hundreds of institutions through-
out the country. Government policies, such as
pre-emptive strikes, often have their genesis
years earlier in these institutions. Many of them,
especially elite universities, retain notorious war
criminals to school the next generation.

NUCLEAR FACILITIES
The Bulletin of the Atomic Scientist
estimates 10,600 nuclear war-
heads in the Pentagon stockpile.
Some 8,000 are operational, and
2,700 others inactive. Another 10,000 

plutonium “pits,” (sealed
weapon components contain-
ing plutonium) and “canned
subassemblies” are stored in
Texas & Tennessee.

BALLISTIC MISSILE 
DEFENSE
It’s called Ballistic Missile Defense,
but government officials see it as cen-
tral to U.S. global strategy. BMD would
allow the U.S. to have “flexibility” with nuclear-
armed rivals like Russia or China. It could
threaten a nuclear first strike while guarding
against a counterstrike—a goal explicitly stated
in the 2002 Nuclear Posture Review.

REST & RECREATION
Monte Rio, CA—The Bohemian
Grove hosts annual bacchnalia for
the boy’s club powers-that-be from
business, media, the military and
government. Every Republican president since
Calvin Coolidge has been a member. Other
notable gathering spots include The Hamptons
in New York, Aspen in Colorado, Jackson
Hole in Wyoming, and Martha’s Vineyard off
the coast of Massachusetts.LE
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MILITARIZATION OF
SPACE (STAR WARS)
High-powered lasers and orbiting
nuclear-powered battle stations are
only a part of the future as the U.S. Space
Command seeks to integrate air, land, sea
and space forces to achieve “full-spectrum
dominance” in order to “protect US interests
and investments” in a world inreasingly polar-
ized between rich and poor.

Bangor, WA—Home to four of the 18
Ohio-class submarines that constitute the
sea-based component of the strategic
nuclear triad (ground and air being the
other two). Each is capable of carrying
24 Trident II missiles containing 192
independently targeted warheads.

Redmond, WA—The General
Dynamics Aerospace Solid
Propellant Systems Group facility is
manufacturing an “aerosol-generat-
ing” canister for 81mm mortar
rounds that carry chemical weapons.

Richland WA—The leading facili-
ty for the production of weapons-
grade plutonium during the Cold
War, it churned out 54.5 metric
tons of plutonium-239 during
almost five decades of operations.

Salem, OR—ICI acted and profited in
Sierra Leone’s brutal civil war at the
behest of Washington, which wanted
to avoid instability in Nigeria, the fifth
biggest oil exporter to the U.S. ICI
personnel say that the U.S. ambassa-
dor gave the private company written
authorization to engage in combat,
which is forbidden under U.S. law.

San Francisco, CA—The world’s largest
construction company, its fingerprints
are everywhere. It funds right-wing think
tanks like the American Enterprise
Institute and the Heritage Foundation.
There’s a revolving door between its
executive boardroom and the White
House, e.g., George Schultz, Caspar
Weinberger, Philip Habib, Richard
Helms and William Casey. Projects
include Middle East oil fields, CIA con-
tracts, military bases, numerous energy
schemes on indigenous homelands and
most recently, a $60 million contract for
construction of missile interceptor silos at
Fort Greely, Alaska.

Bechtel Corporation

CA—As part of the Pentagon’s
antimissile system, four missile inter-
ceptors will be place here; another 16
will be located at Fort Greely, Alaska.
Vandenburg has been a leading test
site for national missile defense.

Vandenberg AFB
Palo Alto, CA—Ensconced on the
Stanford campus, the Hoover Institute
has been home to Reagan-era Secretary
of State George Schultz and National
Security Advisor Condoleeza Rice. It is
also a leading proponent of genetically
modified organisms, which is central to
U.S. efforts to control the world’s food
production systems in the 21st century.

Livermore, CA—Conducts research, develop-
ment and testing activities associated with all
phases of the nuclear weapons life-cycle.
Facilities include an explosives test site, a tri-
tium facility, the NOVA laser, the Atomic
Vapor Laser Isotope Separation plant, Inertial
Confinement Fusion facilities, the National
Ignition Facility (currently under construction)
and the High Explosive Application Facility.

Livermore National Laboratory

CA—Home to 20 former South
Vietnamese officers who have admitted
to committing torture and other human
rights abuses during the Vietnam War.

Los Angeles, CA—Northrop Grumman has
produced 21 B-2 Stealth bombers at $2.2
billion a piece. Politicians like Norm Dicks
(D-WA.) and Randy “Duke” Cunningham
(R-CA.) have been attempting to renew the
Stealth program by requesting funding for
up to 40 more planes. NG is also involved
in the $7 billion Airborne Laser program.

Northrop Grumman

Santa Monica, CA—RAND returned to the
public eye again this summer when one of
its analysts briefed Pentagon advisers that
Saudi Arabia should be threatened with dis-
memberment if it didn’t fall in line. Four years
ago other analysts recommended that the
United States shift its policy in Colombia from
fighting drugs to fighting guerrillas—a posi-
tion just adopted by the Bush administration.

Los Angeles, CA—He supported virtual-
ly every anti-Communist butcher in the
world—Suharto in Indonesia, Marcos in
the Philippines, Contras in Nicaragua,
the military rulers in Chile, Argentina,
Guatemala, and El Salvador, Renamo in
Mozambique, South Africa’s apartheid
government, Unita in Angola, and
Israel, Turkey, Egypt, Iraq and Zaire.

Rancho Mirage, CA—He
approved Indonesia’s use of
U.S. arms to attack East Timor,
resulting in a quarter century
of genocidal warfare that
killed over 200,000 Timorese

Las Vegas, NV—Proposed site
for “safe” underground storage
of vitrified high-level radioactive
waste and 2,500 tons of spent
nuclear fuel. Yucca Mountain lies
in an active seismic region and
an earthquake could cause pluto-
nium to contaminate the water
table and atmosphere.

Las Vegas, NV—Field-tests nuclear
weapons for development, safety
and weapons effects purposes. The
Device Assembly Facility includes five
high explosives containment cells,
called "Gravel Gerties," three
weapon assembly bays, two radi-
ographic areas and storage bunkers.

Tuscon, AZ—Here Raytheon designed the
Exoatmospheric Kill Vehicle that flies through
space at up to 16,000 miles an hour and
smash into an incoming warhead. Each EKV
costs up to $25 million. At 120 pounds, it is
pound-by-pound among the world’s most
expensive weapons. It is considered the
crown jewel of the Star Wars defense system.

UT—Hundreds, perhaps thousands of open-air
germ warfare tests were conducted at Dugway dur-
ing the Cold War. The tests introduced non-indige-
nous diseases or increased the range of indigenous
diseases in the region, including encephalomyelitis,
Rocky Mountain spotted fever, psittacosis, Q fever,
anthrax, brucellosis, plague, tularemia, and hydatid
disease, all of which are now considered endemic
among the native wildlife. In recent years, Dugway
also produced weapons-grade anthrax of the same
strain used in the attacks in the fall of 2001

Reno, NV—It says it can deploy tactical
teams anywhere in the world in support
of security, protection and direct action
operations. It has recently provided
training to Philippine police forces.

Bozeman, MT—Ag/Bio is developing
genetically engineered plant athogens
to spray on large swaths of the
Colombian rainforest inhabited by
impoverished peasants and leftist guer-
rillas. Targeted for coca and opium
plants, the killer fungi indiscriminately
destroy other crops and wild vegeta-
tion. Their use violates the 1972
Biological Weapons Convention.

ND—Home to eight installations
potentially containing radar, commu-
nication, ground-based interceptor,
and battle management, command
and control facilities.

ND—Site for 150
Minuteman III missiles.

Minot AFB 

Hopkins, MN—A 1990 spin-off of
Honeywell, Alliant has produced
over 15 million 30 mm PGU-14
shells for the U.S. Air Force and over
1 million M829 rounds for the U.S.
Army. Both of these munitions use
depleted uranium penetrators. Birth
defects have skyrocketed in Southern
Iraq since approximately 300 tons
of depleted uranium was dispersed
during the 1991 Gulf War.

Ames, IA—Conducts basic
research on nuclear materials
and nuclear waste remediation

Peoria, IL—Israel uses giant, heavily
armored D-9 Caterpillar bulldozers to
destroy homes, bury people alive, and
rip up urban infrastructure in Occupied
Palestine. In April 2002 in Jenin, Israel
used the Caterpillars to destroy much of
the town, leaving 4,000 homeless and
others entombed in the rubble. Human
Rights Watch said Israel’s actions there
“appear[ed] to be war crimes.”

St. Louis, MO—The company that mass-
produced the defoliant Agent Orange
during the Vietnam era, is now selling
Round-Up Ultra to drug warriors in
Colombia. Round-Up Ultra is a powerful
herbicide that not only destroys coca
crops but all other plant and animal life.

MonsantoKansas City, MO—Produces or pro-
cures electronic, electro-mechanical,
rubber, plastic and metal compo-
nents for nuclear weapons, including
arming, fuzing and firing systems,
radars and coded safety locks.

Peterson AFB, Colorado Springs, CO—Would be at
the center of a nuclear exchange with another power.
Its two key facilities are at Peterson Air Force Base in
Colorado and Cheyenne Mountain in Wyoming.
Peterson is also home to the Air Force Space
Command. The Space Command would be in
charge of waging any future space-based war.

Home to 150 Minute-
man missiles and 50

Chicago, IL—After overthrowing the democrati-
cally elected government in Chile in a 1973,
Gen. Augusto Pinochet brought in a team from
the University of Chicago School of Economics
to administer the politics of privatization and
“trade liberalization.” Thousands of dissidents
were tortured and/or killed. For the “Chicago
Boys,” it was a laboratory experiment in free-
market economics that would be replicated
throughout Latin America in the ‘80s and ‘90s.

U. of Chicago School of Economics

Chicago, IL—This giant defense con-
tractor produces the F/A-18E and the
F-15 fighter jets, and Apache Longbow
attack helicopters. Longbows fire 625
rounds per minute and carry 16 anti-
tank missiles. Israel is fond of using
them to pummel Palestinian civilians.

Midland, MI—Maker of
napalm used with devastat-
ing effect in many conflicts,
especially Vietnam.

Telegraph. Hudson Director Meryav Wurmser is
co-founder of the Middle East Media Research
Institute, which translates and distributes stories
from the Arab press aimed at portraying Arabs
in a bad light. Hudson associate, Kenneth
Weinstein, previously headed the Jerusalem and
Washington-based Shalem Center, which has
led efforts to malign the Israeli left.

Marion, AL—Its international
military training schedule for
2002 included programs in
England, Scotland, Ireland,
Mexico, Canada and Norway.

Ground Zero U.S.A.

Amarillo, TX—Evaluates, refurbishes
and modifies stockpiled weapons,
fabricates high-explosive components
and disassembles retired nuclear
weapons. Plans are under way to
expand capacity to assemble or dis-
mantle up to 600 warheads per year,
up from the current level of 350.

Pantex Plant

40 miles NW of Austin— The UT
Center for Electromechanics has been
developing an electromagnetic gun
system to fire hyper-sonic projectiles
from outer space. UT-CEM is a part of
the sprawling J.J. Pickle Research
Center, which develops weapons sys-
tems to enhance U.S. military domina-
tion of land, air, sea and space.

University of Texas

San Antonio, TX—One of seven Biosafety Level-4
labs used to study the deadliest pathogens for
which there are no known cures or treatment. The
latest federal budget allocates a whopping $6 bil-
lion for biodefense, which includes plans to build
up to 10 new high-containment labs. As the gov-
ernment readily admits, it is creating new
bioweapons for study, erasing the distinction
between offense and defense. The Bulletin of the
Atomic Scientist states that “These laboratories
might become a biowarfare agent superstore.”

Houston, TX—Former Secretary of State
under the first Bush regime, Baker headed up
a task force in 2002 that issued key recom-
mendations for U.S. policy, including regime
change in Iraq and the unilateral use of force.

Houston, TX—Dick Cheney’s old
company is busy building military
bases in Central Asia and prison
camps in Guantanamo. Under
Cheney Halliburton sold Iraq spare
parts for its oil industry. It has the first-
ever unlimited logistics contract with
the Pentagon, and huge contracts to
provide support services to U.S.
forces in the second Gulf War and
for post-war reconstruction.

Houston, TX—Awarded contracts to provide
logistical support to U.S. troops enforcing the
1995 Dayton Peace accord in the former
Yugoslavia. A government investigation
revealed signs pointing to massive fraud and
overcharging. From 1996 to 2000, the compa-
ny earned an extra $2.1 billion. A subsidiary
of Halliburton, KBR is set to make a windfall off
the destruction and reconstruction of Iraq.

Kellogg, Brown & Root

Los Fresnos, TX—The Border Patrol has been a
long-time violator of human rights with docu-
mentation of killings, rape, beatings, torture,
theft. Its most notorious episode involved the
“Bomb School” for foreign police forces, which
was shut down in 1974. It didn’t teach their
disposal, but rather the design, manufacture
and use of bombs and incendiary devices.

Border Patrol Academy

Picayune, MS—Boeing, TRW and
Lockheed Martin are building and
testing a $30 billion project nick-
named the “Death Star.” By 2012,
the plan is to have 20 to 30 laser-
armed satellites in orbit, capable of
hitting any target in the world.

Stennis Space Center

MO—Base for the active fleet
of 21 B-2 stealth bombers, all
nuclear capable.

Whiteman AFB 

Fayetteville, AR—Established by for-
mer British military and American
law enforcement, it maintains train-
ing centers in Arkansas, as well as
in Ecuador to accommodate its
operations in Latin America.

Trojan Securities Int’l

Little Rock, AR—Wanted for war crimes in
Yugoslavia, including use of depleted ura-
nium and cluster bombs, destroying non-
military infrastructure and killing and injur-
ing thousands of civilians.

Fort Benning, GA—The name may have changed, but
it’s still known as the “School of the Assassins.” Some
60,000 soldiers, officers and future dictators have
passed its courses and been involved in numerous
coups and massive human rights violations in Argentina,
Ecuador, Bolivia, Mexico, El Salvador, Guatemala,
Colombia, Chile, Peru among other countries.

Atlanta, GA—After torturing prisoners at a
detention facility in Bosnia in 1992 during
the Serbian campaign of ethnic cleansing,
Vukovic found his way to Atlanta. In 2002 a
judge ordered Vukovic to pay some of his
victims $140 million for torture and other
human rights abuses. Atlanta is also home to
former Indonesian general Sintong
Panjaitan. He was responsible for the 1991
Santa Cruz Massacre of hundreds of people
in East Timor.

Florida is also home to at least two former
members of the Honduran army’s Battalion
316, the CIA-trained unit which murdered
hundreds of Hondurans in the early 1980s.

Port St. Lucie, FL—Col. Carl Dorelien was
part of the junta that overthrew President
Bertrand Aristide in 1991. During three
bloody years of rule, Dorelien and others
oversaw the murder of some 5,000 civilians.
One human rights outfit estimates there are
at least 140 foreign war criminals in Florida.

Rockledge, FL—Provided plan-
ning, surveillance and targeting for
the December 1998 bombing of
Santo Domingo, Colombia.
Eighteen civilians, including seven
children, died as a result.

Miami, FL—South Florida is home to
dozens of Cuban-American terrorist outfits.
“Dr. Death” Bosch, who came from Cuba
in 1960, is at the center of this network. In
1976, Bosch and Luis Posada planned
the bombing of Cubana Airlines passen-
ger plane, killing all 73 people on
board—one of at least 30 documented
terrorist acts committed by Bosch.

Orlando Bosch

Pascagoula, MS—With almost
11,000 employees, Ingalls is the
largest employer in the nation’s poorest
state. Since 1975, Ingalls has delivered
76 new warships to the U.S. Navy,
including amphibious assault ships, sub-
marine tenders, destroyers, ammunition
ships, and nuclear submarines. Ingalls
is owned by Northrop Grumman.

Charleston, SC—Ran the war for
years in Indochina, killing hundreds
of thousands in Vietnam, Cambodia
and Laos.

Yorktown, VA—Half of the Navy's
stock of nuclear Tomahawk cruise
missiles are presumed to be stored
here, and the other half at Naval
Submarine Base in Bangor.

Williamsburg, VA—As part of “Operation
Cyclone,” many of the Mujaheddin who
fought the Soviets in Afghanistan, and
now fight U.S. forces, trained here. Their
training included “sabotage skills.”

Iraq handed over a
12,000-page report to
U.N. inspectors, Honeywell
topped the list of 24 U.S.
corporations that helped
Iraq develop its weapons
of mass destruction.

Upton, NY—Conducts research on
nuclear weapons, nuclear waste reme-
diation, nuclear materials production,
nuclear safeguards and security, and
verification and control technologies.

Queens, NY—Emmanuel “Toto” Constant
was head of the Haitian death squad known as
FRAPH, responsible for some of the most heinous
crimes of the military junta that held power from
1991-1994.
Mount Vernon, NY—Thiounn Prasith, Pol Pot’s
henchman and apologist at the United Nations,
lives here.

Cape Cod AFS, MA—Its mission includes
tracking satellites in orbit and transmitting
the data to the Space Surveillance Center
at Cheyenne Mountain.

6th Space Warning Squadron

Stratford, CT—The U.S. allocated
$221 million to Colombia in 2000 to
purchase 30 Sikorsky Blackhawk heli-
copters. These are used to transport
U.S.-trained counterinsurgency units
that are notorious human rights abusers
in Colombia’s 40-year-old civil war.

Lexington, MA—Hundreds of Raytheon’s
sea-launched Tomahawk cruise missiles
were used to bomb Iraq in 1991, Sudan in
1998, and Afghanistan in 1998 and
2001. Raytheon is also cashing in on the
untested missile defense system with its
Exoatmospheric Kill Vehicle, support radars,
booster rockets, and guidance systems.

Harvard professor Samuel Huntington is a former “human
rights” speechwriter for Jimmy Carter. He designed the “strate-
gic hamlet” program during the Vietnam War in which hun-
dreds of thousands of peasants were herded into rural gulags
to save them from Communism.
Gen. Hector Alejandro Gramajo Morales, a School of
the Americas graduate, was Guatemalan Minister of Defense
during the 1980s. He played a key role in planning and
implementing the counter-insurgency strategy that killed tens of
thousands of Mayan Indians. In 1991 he received a degree
from Harvard’s Kennedy School of Government, reportedly
with assistance from the State Department.
Gen. Sintong Panjaitan —On Nov. 12, 1991,
Indonesian government troops opened fire on a peaceful funer-
al procession in East Timor, killing more than 270. A lawsuit
filed in Massachusetts in 1994 charged Panjaitan, who was in
command, with responsibility for the massacre. Ostensibly in
Boston to attend Harvard, Panjaitan returned to Indonesia
when the lawsuit was filed.

Selected Harvard war criminals

Cambridge, MA—From nanotech-
nology to lasers to advanced robot-
ics, MIT students and faculty work on
hundreds of military research proj-
ects. In 1999, MIT and its affiliated
Draper Lab were the 23rd largest
Pentagon contractor and number one
for an institute of “higher learning.”

Newport News, VA—Owned by Northrop
Grumman, NNS is the largest employer in
the state of Virginia. NNS has built 10 of the
last 12 active aircraft carriers, including the
latest, the USS Reagan. The Navy accounts
for 98 percent of NNS’s total sales.

Bethesda, MD—The world’s largest
weapon’s maker and exporter is the
prime contractor for the $219 billion
Joint Strike Fighter program and the
Trident II sea-launched nuclear missile,
and is carrying out “sub-critical testing”
of new nuclear designs at the Nevada
Test Site. Lockheed Martin is heavily
involved in missile defense. In 2000, it
was found guilty of illegal technology
transfers to China that it may have
used to improve its ballistic missiles.

Washington, DC—It has assets of

Staffed by former politicians like

firms and mercenary companies.

Washington, DC—Funds
work on non-lethal chemi-
cal weapons.

U.S. Dept. of Justice 

Reston, VA—Dyncorp’s contract to provide
security for U.S. Army installations in Qatar
licensed employees to use deadly force and
gave them access to classified information.
The company gained infamy when two
employees charged that other DynCorp
employees in the Balkans were involved in
the trade of sexual slaves, including children.

DynCorp

Alexandria, VA—MPRI-trained Croatian
troops that drove Serb forces from Croatia
murdered hundreds of civilians and ethnically
cleansed 150,000 more. Colombia,
Macedonia and Nigeria have all been
harshly critical of MPRI, which is owned by 
L-3 Communications.

Falls Church, VA—Builds the F-16 fight-
er jet, M-1 Abrams battle tank and
nuclear-armed submarines, and was
the Pentagon’s fourth-ranking supplier in
2000 with $4.19 billion in contracts.
Former executive VP Gordon England
now serves as secretary of the Navy.

Washington, DC—Known as the “School
of the Torturers,” the CIA-run IPA trained
thousands of foreign cops in surveillance,
infiltration, assassination and torture. It was
forced to close in 1975, but lives on in
other guises. The U.S. still spends over a
half-billion dollars a year training foreign
police forces. Such programs are now run
by agencies including the Pentagon, Coast
Guard, FBI, DEA, ATF and INS.

Fairfax, VA—The first mercenary
company, it was awarded a
$77 million contract in 1975 to
train Saudi Arabia’s military to
protect oil fields.

From 1967-68, 51,180 nerve gas rockets from the
U.S. Army were dumped in the Atlantic Ocean 150
miles off the New York coast. In all, the United States is
responsible for 60 sea dumpings totaling about
100,000 tons of chemical weapons filled with toxic
materials, according to a 1993 study by the U.S. Arms
Control and Disarmament Agency. The sites are located
in the Gulf of Mexico, off the coast of New Jersey,
California, Florida, and South Carolina, and near
India, Italy, Norway, Denmark, Japan, and Australia.

Chemical Weapons Dumping

The Center for Security Policy’s board comes from
the missile defense lobby, right-wing foundations such as
Heritage, Empower America and High Frontier, weapons
contractors like Lockheed Martin and Star Warriors like
Edward Teller. It has opposed almost every arms control
treaty of the past 30 years from the Anti-Ballistic Missile
Treaty to the pact banning landmines.
Richard Perle is at the center of a network of hawkish
D.C. think tanks (Middle East Media Research Institute,
Washington Institute for Near East Policy, Middle Forum)
advocating for the Israeli occupation and the U.S. “War
on Terror.” Perle is also chair of the Pentagon’s influential
Defense Policy Board.
Center for Strategic International Studies is a
bipartisan rest stop for national security elites between gov-
ernment appointments. Members include Henry Kissinger,
Zbigniew Brzezinski, Al Haig, James Schlesinger and
Madelaine Albright.
Johns Hopkins School of Advanced
International Studies was started in the 1940s by Paul
Nitze to groom future statesmen. Many of SAIS’s 9,000
alumni hold high-level positions in public and private sec-
tors around the world.
Project for a New American Century was launched
by Dick Cheney, Donald Rumsfeld, Paul Wolfowitz and
Elliott Abrams in 1997 to formulate a blueprint to extend
U.S. global domination into the future. The agenda
includes mini-nukes, missile defense, “regime change,”
“pre-emptive strikes” and military bases in Eurasia.
The Heritage Foundation recommends the U.S.
should “retaliate decisively against terrorists, acting inde-
pendently when necessary.” Heritage also supported
abandoning the ABM treaty and pursuing missile defense.

DC Area Thinktanks

Elliot Abrams helped fund the Contras and
other death squads in Central America in the
1980s. A convicted criminal for his role in the
Iran-Contra affair, he is back as a senior advi-
sor in the National Security Council.
Otto Reich ran a covert propaganda cam-
paign to sell the public, the media and
Congress on the Reagan administration's wars
in Central America. He was appointed
Assistant Secretary of State for Latin America in
2001 and emerged as a key player in the
failed April 2002 military coup against the
government of Venezuela.
Colin Powell played a prominent role in the
attacks on Panama and Iraq. During the
Vietnam War he was involved in covering up
the My Lai massacre of defenseless civilians.
Donald Rumsfeld visited Baghdad in 1983
to offer U.S. support to Iraqi President Saddam
Hussein after the Iraqi dictator used chemical
weapons against Iranian troops. In November
2001, Rumsfeld ordered U.S. forces to bomb
a fort in Afghanistan killing hundreds of
unarmed Taliban prisoners. The Washington
Post charged in December 2002 that U.S.
troops in Afghanistan were torturing prisoners.

Selected White House War Criminals

Hill & Knowlton—This giant public relations
firm billed Kuwait’s royal family more than $10
million in the run-up to the 1991 Gulf War. Hill
& Knowlton coached a Kuwaiti girl, Nayirah
Al Sabah, in testimony she delivered to
Congress. She helped persuade Congress to
support the war by telling tales of Iraqi soldiers
in Kuwait City removing newborns from their
incubators and leaving them to die. It eventual-
ly came to light that Nayirah was the daughter
of the Kuwaiti ambassador to the United States
and that the entire incident was fabricated.
The John M. Olin Foundation—Financed
by the Olin chemical and munitions fortune, it
gives millions each year to conservative think
tanks that advocate for an aggressive U.S. for-
eign policy. It also has invested millions in pro-
viding right-wing ideologues endowed profes-
sorships at dozens of universities.
The Council on Foreign Relations is a
veritable who’s who of prominent war crimi-
nals, from Madeline Albright to Zbigniew
Brzezinski and Henry Kissinger in-between.

New York City

West Point, NY—Forces under his command
incinerated thousands of retreating Iraqi soldiers
on the “Highway of Death” two days after the
cease-fire went into effect in February 1991.
There are persistent reports that many civilians,
including children, were killed in the retreat. His
troops are also blamed for the execution of 600
Iraqi POWs in a separate incident.

Gen. Barry McCaffrey

Kennebunkport, ME—Launched the
12-year-war against Iraq that killed
over a million. Prior record includes
the unprovoked slaughter of thou-
sands of Panamanian civilians in
1989 and various dirty tricks as
head of the CIA in the 1970s.

Pres. George H.W. Bush

For his stewardship of the Iraq carnage.

Gen. Norman Schwarzkopf

A former aide to Henry Kissinger,
John Negroponte was appointed
as U.S. Ambassador to the UN in
2001 in spite of being connected to
Honduran death squad leaders who
killed hundreds while he was U.S.
ambassador to that country from
1981-85.
From Angola and Chile to Indonesia,
Vietnam and Cambodia, Henry
Kissinger’s policies condemned mil-
lions to die and cover more countries
than perhaps any other war criminal.

Pres. Bill Clinton—Secured his
legacy with war crimes in Yugoslavia,
Iraq, Somalia and Rwanda.
The Vietnamese government and a
U.S. veteran who served under Bob
Kerrey have accused the former
senator and presidential candidate of
ordering the massacre of 21 villagers
in Thanh Phong in 1969. President of
the New School, which was founded
by pacifists, Kerry is also a founding
member of the pro-war Committee for
the Liberation of Iraq.

Selected New York War Criminals

A one-man axis of evil, McNamara has
served as CEO of Ford Motors,
President of the World Bank and
Lyndon Johnson’s Defense Secretary. He
was responsible for the devastation in
Vietnam, Cambodia, etc., and the sup-
pression of popular movements in Peru.

Buckley AFB, CO—The defense satellite
program is coordinated here.

Established in 1961 to develop
and operate the nation’s spy
satellite systems.
